CERTIFICATE OF CULMINATION

AND CEREMONY PARTICIPATION REQUIREMENT

Dear Parents/Guardians of 8th grade students:

The Los Angeles Unified School District has adopted new Certificate standards (Bulletin 3815.0 revised 10-13-2010).  The following guidelines must be followed for 8th grade students to be eligible for a Certificate of Culmination from Lawrence Middle School and to participate in the 2012 Culmination Ceremony on June 22, 2012.

1. An 8th grade student MAY NOT have a grade of Fail on the first semester, 20-week report card* OR a grade of Fail on the second semester final report card.

  * If a student receives a grade of Fail on the first semester report card, BUT receives a grade of ‘C’ or better in the same class on the second semester final report card, the grade will counterbalance the first semester grade and allow the student to participate in the Culmination Ceremony.

2. An 8th grade student MAY NOT receive a ‘U’ from more than one teacher on the first semester 20-week report card* or on the second semester final report card.
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* If a student shows substantial improvement in the second semester in Cooperation and Work Habits, he/she may submit a petition to the Culmination Appeals Committee to be considered for participation in the Culmination Ceremony and to receive a Certificate of Culmination.
Certificate of Culmination continued…

3. An 8th grade student MAY NOT have more than two (2) suspensions DURING their 8th grade year and MAY NOT have a suspension in the final 5-week grading period.

4. An 8th grade student must be eligible to receive a Certificate of Culmination in order to participate in the Culmination Ceremony.
